	1-8
	First couple set and turn both hands to face down.  They dance down and cast up round third couple to finish in second place facing in.  Second couple dance up and slightly in on bars 7 and 8 and face out;  ready for …

	9-16
	Second, first and third couples dance reels of three on the sides (Figure 1); at the end first couple give left hands and half turn to face second corners; third man and second woman finish facing out.

	17-20
	First couple dance half a reel of four with second corners and turn left hand to face first corners.

	21-24
	First couple dance half a reel of four with first corners and finish in the centre on opposite sides facing down.  On bar 24 third man and second woman dance in to meet their partners as they finish their half reel of four and face down.

	25-32
	Third, first and second couples dance an allemande (Figure 2).  On bar 31 all drop right hands and pass partners by the left to own sides.

Repeat from second place.
