	1st ands 2nd couples turn twice with both hands to finish facing up ready for allemande, while 3rd and fourth couples turn 1½ times with both hands to face down ready for allemande as in diagram 1.

	25-32
	1st and 2nd couples, 3rd and 4th couples allemande, 1st and 4th couples overlapping on bars 28 and 29 as shown in diagram 2.  On bars 31 and 32 3rd and 4th couples pass partners right shoulder and dance out to own sides.*

	
	Finish in the order 2,4,1,3.

Repeat with a new top couple


*Note  The deviser prefers that we dance her original version of The Conundrum rather than the version printed, as above, in the RSCDS Leeds 10th Anniversary Book.  This varies in respect of the last three bars, and the last sentence referring to bars 25 to 32 reads:-

On bar 30, whilst unwinding from the allemande, the 3rd and 4th men turn their partners round in front of them ¾ so they are facing each other in the middle, each with their backs to their own sides of the dance, ready to retire on bars 31 and 32 in straight lines with the other dancers.
